* Recipient(s) must be classified as an undergraduate or graduate student with a declared
interest in studying accounting, religion, or teaching.

* Recipient(s) must have grades acceptable to their enrollment or continuation in their
college or university.

* Applicant must submit a brief written statement providing some of the reasons you
have chosen to pursue a degree in accounting, religion, or teaching.

* Priority will be given to persons of high moral character and demonstrated financial
need.

Il. Ira and Anna Williams Memorial Scholarship: Made possible by funding from the family
of Ira and Anna Williams.

« Scholarship will be $1,000.00 (2 scholarships will be awarded)

* Applicant must be an active member of MUMC.

* Preferred undergraduate degree/ bachelor's degree candidates, but Graduate study
applicants will also be considered.

* Must be enrolled in an accredited institution in the pursuit of a degree in one of the
following areas:

Early childhood, primary or secondary education
Music or music education.

« Candidates may reapply for this scholarship as long as they are in their degree program.

» Candidate should have a strong academic record with minimum 3.0 GPA.

» Applicants must be of good character, have true financial need for scholarship,
demonstrate traits of caring, compassion, justice, and academic achievement.

* Applicants must show an academic achievement of at least a 3.0 GPA.
